JOHN MCLAUGHLIN

1. The City has instituted a pilot program with speed bumps on California and Nebraska. What is
your plan to roll out to the remainder of the West End?

This pilot program actually came about through my attendance at a WEN meeting. There
had been some complaints about traffic using certain north (bay) side roads as shortcuts
to Park Avenue to avoid the lights of Beech Street. We had been looking at the idea of
trying out removable speed bumps as a means of traffic control and also not to be limited
by a permanent structure on the road. My long range plan entails examining their
effectiveness and as we move along | would like to continue to add streets (as funding
becomes available) with the goal of distributing speed bumps to the entire north side and
then evaluating the south side. There are also some streets that could be omitted due to
resident preference or lack of traffic, but | would be a fluid program with flexibility to
address these options.

2. Are you in favor of or opposed to traffic light cameras in the West End?

| am opposed to traffic light cameras at this time. There does not seem to be an avenue for
a City of Long Beach run program. The county has offered cameras, but with all revenues
going to the county and enforcement through the county courts, instead of the Long
Beach Courts for those who plead not guilty. There is also the matter of familiarity. Once
the local drivers are aware of the camera, they will obey signals at that particular
intersection or try to avoid it by using the side roads. This would then incur the problem of
asking a different municipality (Nassau County) to relocate the camera and equipment to a
new spot.

3. How would you work with the Historic West End Business Association and WENCA to deal
with quality of life issues for our residents?

| believe that | have always been open to any suggestions made by WENCA. Your
association’s president, Rick Hoffman has always had an open line to voice any
complaints or suggestions. | attach great importance to all of these comments. | also do
the same with individual complaints, comments, or suggestions voiced by the residents of
the West End. Some cases in point would be the speed bumps, the Georgia Avenue water
park, and the rehabilitation of the beach front entrances.

4. Are you in favor of or opposed to the City's acquisition of the vacant lot on Nebraska Street to
be used as a municipal parking lot and why?

I am in favor of this acquisition. Anything that will add a little more relief and flexibility to
the problems that the West End residents face in regards to parking can only have
favorable results. The trade off would be another developed piece of land with more cars.

5. Many issues across Long Beach involve enforcement. What changes if any would you make
with respect to the running of the LBPD?

I am very pleased with the advances that the LBPD has made in the last years. Our Police
Commissioner has tried, with great success, many varied methods of enforcement from
foot patrols to bicycles and motorcycles. Our new Polaris Rangers for beach and
boardwalk patrol have also now become a familiar sight. Enforcement has been stepped
up and is a priority in the West End, especially. There is a recently instituted Street Crime
Unit consisting of a sergeant and three officers working under the auspices of the CODD.
LBPD is also a leader in technological advances such as the ELSAG Plate Reader
surveillance video enhancement, which can help units fo be proactive in crime prevention
and detection; this paired with the program dubbed, "Cop in a Bucket" for speed
