Definition of illegal rental - more than two unrelated persons living together.
In this economy, residents are even more dependent upon existing rental income.
There are mechanisms in place to become compliant. A homeowner may go to
the Zoning Board and ask for a special permit, which is renewable every two
years. The residence has to meet New York State Code.

o You may call hotline to find out if a house is a 1, 2 or even 3 family. The
Buildings Department will investigate.
¢ In order to prosecute, case needs to be proven in front of a judge. It may take
several months for the City to build a case, often referring to DMV records and
contacting the Postmaster.
o Itis very difficult to prosecute since an owner does not have to let you into
their house.
o 12 cases were prosecuted in 2008 for the blocks New York to Nevada.
o 3 cases prosecuted in 2009 to date for New York to Nevada.
o The City needs our help.
s The City Manager plans to send a letter to the community regarding the recent
City Council resolution on illegal rentals. The West End is not being targeted.
